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The Cadiz Village Council met October 20, 2011 in regular session at 7:00 P.M. in Council Chambers.  Attending were Council members Curtis Crawshaw, Kevin Best, Dan Ossman, Mike McPeak, Clerk-Treasurer Amy Ossman, Mayor Ken Zitko, and Solicitor Costa Mastros.  Councilman Coffman was absent due to work scheduling and Councilman Sickle was ill.  
Mayor Zitko led the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag. 

Mayor Zitko asked for approval of the October 7, 2011 Council Minutes.  Councilman Crawshaw made the motion to approve the October 7, 2011minutes, seconded by Councilman Ossman. Vote all ayes, with Councilman McPeak abstaining.
AGENDA: 
No one appeared on the agenda.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Police: No Report
Emergency Services: Councilman Best reported that he had checked into the high electric bill from the E-Squad building and found out that the lights are being left on in the truck bays. He added that he has approached them concerning this matter and he was informed that they leave the lights on in case of a late night run.  Councilman McPeak suggested installing motion lights.  Councilman Best indicated that he had also suggested that, and understood that the squads themselves must be plugged in when not in use.  He finished by saying that they will look into the matter.
Property: Councilman Ossman reported that the trailer on Spring Street should be taken care of by the weekend. Solicitor Mastros indicated that there is a trial set for Thursday, but hopefully will not be necessary.  He also reported that the garage at the corner of Charleston Street is down. 
Lights:  No Report  
Streets: Mayor Zitko commented that work on E. Market Street in front of the Library has been completed, as well as repairs to S. Muskingum Street  Councilman Ossman indicated that there is still a problem near his house.

.
Finance: Councilman Crawshaw reported on a Finance Committee meeting held earlier this evening.  The purpose of that meeting was to discuss pay raises for employees. The Councilman presented this proposal to Council:

Police Dept:  Police Chief, Sergeant, and Reserve Officers to receive a $.50/hr. increase, the Major and other Police Officers to receive $.30/hr.

Street Dept: The Street Superintendent to receive $.50/hr, and $.30/hr for the Operator, and Park Manager.

Other Departments: Income Tax Administrator; $.50/hr, Assistant Clerk-Treas/Mayor’s Asst.; $.25/hr, Water Department Plant Employees; $.30/hr, and Water Office Billing Clerk; $.50/hr.

Councilman Crawshaw also commented that minimum wage is increasing to $7.70/hr.

Councilman Crawshaw made the proposal into a motion; also included in this ordinance will be a reserve clause that this increase is for the current employees; meaning that if a position is vacated, the wage amount is subject to change, seconded by Councilman McPeak.  Vote all ayes.

Councilman Crashaw then proposed a change in comp time for employees.  Currently, the employees can accumulate comp time to be paid out at the end of the year.  He and the Finance Committee proposed doing away with the payout for comp time, making it a “use it” or “lose it” situation.  Also, in order to use comp time, it must be approved by a supervisor.  Solicitor Mastros commented that perhaps a deadline of October 31, would give the supervisors sufficient time in which to allow for all employees utilizing comp time to schedule time off, and 
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Councilman Crawshaw added that after that date, any comp time earned could be carried over to the next year.  Water Superintendent Carter suggested letting comp time be carried over year to year, with a ceiling on the amount to be carried over.  Some discussion followed, concluding with 80 hours being the ceiling.  Councilman Crawshaw made a motion to make comp time only a time off option, with no more than 80 banked hours at any given time, seconded by Councilman McPeak. Vote all ayes.  This will become effective in 2012, if passed.
Cemetery: No Report
Employee Relations:
Councilman Best reported that another meeting will be scheduled before the end of the year.  The question of an employee Christmas party was brought up.  Clerk-Treasurer Ossman reported that it had been discussed in an Employee Relations meeting to have a dinner out instead of going to Wallace Lodge.  She reported that preliminary reservations are being made at the Starlight for an “adults only” event on Friday December 2, 2011, details to follow.

Youth & Recreation:
 Councilman McPeak reported that a meeting had been held on September 27, 2011.  At that meeting, Sheree Ossman gave a letter of resignation from the Park Board effective September 30, 2011.  He thanked her for her dedication.  He also reported that it was recommended by the Park Board to charge a deposit of $50.00 when renting the barn. Councilman McPeak then made a motion to charge a $50.00 deposit when renting the barn, seconded by Councilman Crawshaw.  Vote all ayes.
He also reported that a motion was made to offer boat and RV storage to people other than the regular campers.  Cost; $100.00/month, from October 1 thru March1, with the signing of a waiver.  In addition, golf cart storage would be utilized in the barn November 1 thru March 1at $50.00/month.  Councilman McPeak made this into the form of a motion, seconded by Councilman Crawshaw.  Vote all ayes.

Next, Councilman McPeak reported that a Halloween Dance will be held at the barn on Saturday October 29, 2011, 8-12, sponsored by the Park Board.  Adults only with a $5.00 cover charge.
It was noted that the last day of camping season is October 31.

The next Park Board meeting is scheduled for October 25th @6:00@ Wallace Lodge.

OLD BUSINESS:  Solicitor Mastros made reference to a letter included in the Council Packets from the EPA.  He indicated that this would be discussed at the next Council Meeting, where action would have to be taken.  He asked that all members read over the information before hand.
NEW BUSINESS: Mayor Zitko reported that a trip will be taken to Bradford County  Pennsylvania, one of  the first areas developed for Marcellus shale.
