AGENDA:   John Francis appeared before Council making reference to a newspaper article
 concerning the construction of a plant in a nearby area, which he felt could have been built in or 

near Cadiz.  He suggested writing a letter of intent to some industrial businesses promoting 

Cadiz and Harrison County because land, buildings, water, rail, and other amenities are readily 
available for the implementation of such facilities.  He went on to say that the plant in the article 

would employ 100 people, with a total workforce of 2000 for the construction part.  He 
expressed concern that perhaps more initiative needs to be taken in order to entice industrial 
customers to choose Cadiz and Harrison County, referencing a mud making facility that is being 
built in Benwood, WV.

Mayor Zitko thanked Mr. Francis for his input, and informed him that he and others had made a
 trip to Bradford County, Pennsylvania, where the gas business is booming and ongoing 

communications keep them abreast of certain developments. He also relayed that the Cadiz CIC 

is becoming heavily involved economic development.
