Councilman Dan Ossman was absent due to work scheduling and Clerk-Treasurer Amy Ossman was absent.

Councilman Sickle made a motion to adjourn into Executive Session to discuss property issues, seconded by Councilman Coffman.  Vote all ayes.

Mayor Zitko reconvened the meeting with no action being taken.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Police: No Report
Emergency Services: No Report
Property: Councilman Sickle made the motion to have Solicitor Costa Mastros look into the process of leasing the Village’s mineral rights, seconded by Councilman Crawshaw.  Vote all ayes.
Mayor Zitko asked Mr. Mastros about the Reed property, saying that he has not seen any action being taken and it is a dangerous situation.  He asked for motions for action on a trailer on E. Spring Street, as well as the burned out property in question (Reed’s).  Councilman Crawshaw made the motion to authorize the Solicitor to pursue these matters, seconded by Councilman Sickle.  Vote all ayes.

Lights:  Councilman Sickle reported 4 lights to AEP for repair.
Streets: Councilman Sickle reported on the Street Committee meeting held earlier in the evening, highlighting areas of paving interest.  He also reported that when estimates are received, a combined meeting of the Street Committee and Finance Committee will take place.
Councilman Sickle asked Street Superintendent Ludwig when street sweeping will begin.  He replied that sweeping should resume the week of May 1.  Other issues: curbside pick-up of yard debris will occur on Mondays and Fridays. 
Councilman McPeak reported that he had been approached by Ron Culbertson, a resident of Cadiz Avenue, concerning the run-off of water from Custer Avenue, which runs into his yard and floods.  Some discussion followed about remedying this situation. Also, Councilman McPeak had been approached by Brian Cumberworth of Oak Park asking that something be done with the run-off that is wearing away the area at the edge of the road and exposing sewer lines.  Councilman Sickle suggested that the Water Department take a look at it. It was also noted that it is a State Route.
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Councilman Best asked about the sidewalk at the corner of South and Ohio Streets, which had been torn out a number of years ago and never replaced.  Street Superintendent Ludwig reported 
that the sidewalk had been torn out over 10 years ago but never replaced. The owner at the time had been notified to replace the sidewalk, but the property has changed hands at least twice since then.  
Some discussion followed.  Councilman Sickle voiced that the sidewalk must be replaced according to the existing guidelines, but Solicitor Mastros felt that it would be unfair to burden the newest property owner with the entire expense. Councilman Crawshaw asked if anyone had received complaints about the missing sidewalk, to which Councilman Best replied that he had.  Discussion followed, follow-up will occur.
Finance: Councilman Crawshaw expressed that he would like to have a Finance Committee meeting next month, but will get with the Clerk-Treasurer on the subject. One of the topics of the meeting will be possible employee raises, being that it has been a few years since raises were given. Also on his agenda is street paving, if cost projections have been received by meeting time.   Councilman Best expressed his agreement. 
Cemetery: No Report
Employee Relations: Councilman Best reported that Trinity Work Care will be present on May 4, 2011 (1:00-3:00) for Drug Free Work Place Training for ALL EMPLOYEES AND SUPERVISORS.  This meeting is mandatory.  Assistant Clerk-Treasurer Meadows explained that the employees must have an hour training session and the supervisors must have an hour training session, but the supervisors do not have to attend with the employees.  In addition, the supervisors must take a web session within 2 weeks of the meeting.
Ms. Meadows presented to Council an award for 2010 from Jefferson County Safety Council for no lost time accidents.  Thanks were heard for employees and Safety Committee members.
Councilman Best indicated that he will schedule an Employee Relations meeting for sometime in May.
Youth & Recreation:
Councilman McPeak reported on a Park Board meeting held April 13, 2011.  Opening Day, which is scheduled for May 21, was discussed along with its activities and locations throughout the park.  Also discussed were plans for the 4th of July Celebration that will be held on Friday July 1 and Saturday July 2.  The annual golf outing is scheduled for June 11 at Cadiz Country Club.  The next Park Board meeting will be May 19, 2011 at 6:00.
Councilman Best asked if times for events on Opening Day have been decided.  Councilman McPeak replied that they will be posted in the paper, but activities will begin at 9:00am.
